Editors Note: ADDC have received a request to encourage our network members to sign the petition that relates to the deep sea bed mining in the Pacific.  We encourage you to consider the issues within a disability context: the impact that environment changes (climate change or environmental sustainability) have on people with disability as clearly articulated by David Lewis and in the 2010 publication of the Development Bulletin. 

The vulnerability of poor nations and communities to the impacts of ‘climate change’ is of increasing significance. People with disabilities are known to be among the most vulnerable members of their communities and therefore may suffer some of the largest impact of potential environmental degradation. 

This vulnerability is already seen in reducing access to food, clean water, energy, shelter, and livelihood opportunities, due to a changing environment. 

The potential risks of ‘experimental seabed mining’ are clearly of significance for persons with disabilities in the Pacific. It appears there may be significant potential risks and negative impacts associated with ‘experimental seabed mining’.  We know that environmental degradation tends to have the greatest impact on the poorest communities of world, often significantly affecting their health, wellbeing and livelihoods.

Celebrating Human Rights 2011

Australian Government- AusAID Media Release

MINISTER FOR FOREIGN AFFAIRS - KEVIN RUDD

8 December 2011

In the lead up to Human Rights Day, celebrated around the globe on December 10, Australia has announced support to 41 organisations that are promoting and protecting human rights throughout the developing world.

Foreign Minister Kevin Rudd made the announcement during his visit to Libya where he met with senior figures of the interim Libyan Government to discuss the challenges ahead as they rebuild their country and its economy.

'One of the fundamental causes of the Arab Spring was the subjugation of people's basic human rights by repressive regimes.

'Nowhere has the fight for recognition of those human rights been more evident than in Libya,' Mr Rudd said.

Australia is a dedicated supporter of the efforts of people to win basic human rights such as free speech, freedom of association, gender equality and justice.

'The Australia Human Rights Grant Scheme, established in 1997, helps non-government organisations and human rights institutions in developing countries to promote and protect human rights in practical ways.'

Australia will provide $3.7 million to fund 41 projects across the Asia-Pacific, Middle East and Africa, including:

- In the Solomon Islands, $100,000 will assist enlisting and training men in 20 target settlements to champion ending violence against women.

- In Vietnam, $99,000 will reduce discrimination of lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender people by increasing their access to legal advice and training government officials to reduce discrimination.

- In Burma, $100,000 will assist communities, government officials and corporations to incorporate human rights into the planning of mining projects.

- In Tanzania, $90,000 will train a network of paralegals at the district and national levels to enable improved access for marginalised people to legal aid.

The selection of successful projects is overseen by an independent panel of Australian experts including 2011 Australian of the Year, Simon McKeon, and former Australian Human Rights Commissioner, Chris Sidoti.

BOSTON, MA – The Disability Rights Fund (DRF) is announcing a new letter of interest process for Disabled Persons’ Organizations (DPOs) in Ukraine and India (States of Andhra Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Karnataka, Kerala, Orissa, Tamil Nadu or the National Capital of Delhi only).  

DRF is a grant-making collaborative between donors and the global disability community which supports the human rights of persons with disabilities. Officially launched in March 2008, DRF empowers DPOs in the Global South, the Middle East, and Eastern Europe/former Soviet Union to participate in ratification, implementation and monitoring of the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CPRD). 

DPOs in Ukraine and India have received DRF support since 2009. Now, instead of preparing full proposals as a first step, DPOs from these countries may submit a letter of interest as a first step to determine if their project fits DRF eligibility criteria and priority funding areas. DPOs may apply as a) single organizations or partnerships for 12-month Small Grants and/or b) national DPO-led coalitions for 24-month National Coalition Grants.  Grants to single organizations will range from USD 5,000 to 20,000 and will support efforts to build CRPD skills and to develop rights-based advocacy and monitoring on the CRPD.  Grants to national DPO-led coalitions will range from USD 30,000 to 50,000 per year (60,000 – 100,000 over 24 months) and will support advocacy toward ratification of the CRPD, passage of specific legislation to accord with the CRPD, or the production of alternative/parallel reports to UN monitoring mechanisms. 

Interested organizations are urged to review the eligibility criteria and letter of interest details posted at the Fund’s website, http://www.disabilityrightsfund.org/grant. The letter of interest process helps determine fit with DRF criteria and priorities before applicants expend time and resources to put together a full proposal. If eligible, applicants will be requested to submit a full proposal.  

Any questions on the letter of interest process should be directed to info@disabilityrightsfund.org. The deadline for receipt of Letters of Interest is January 12, 2012. 

In publicizing this LoI process, Director Diana Samarasan said, "With the 2011 International Day of Persons with Disabilities approaching, DRF is excited to announce continuing support to DPOs in Ukraine and India.” To date, the Fund has given out nearly $7 million to organizations in 20 countries (Bangladesh, India, Indonesia, Ukraine, Ecuador, Mexico, Nicaragua, Peru, Ghana, Namibia, Uganda, Cook Islands, Federated States of Micronesia, Fiji, Kiribati, Palau, Papua New Guinea, Solomon Islands, Tuvalu, and Vanuatu). Grants have ranged from USD 5,000 to 100,000 and support CRPD skills-building, local rights advocacy, and national-level CRPD promotion, implementation and monitoring by DPO-led coalitions.

DRF’s donors include the American Jewish World Service, the Australian Agency for International Development (AusAID), the Leir Foundation, the Open Society Institute, The Sigrid Rausing Trust, and the United Kingdom’s Department for International Development (DFID).

BACKGROUND

Inclusion International (II) is a network of over 200 family-based organizations, with national members in 115 countries worldwide. II is working to promote the social, cultural, economic, and political rights of people with intellectual disabilities. 

With its member societies, Inclusion International acts as an agent for change on the basis of four main principles affecting the lives of people with an intellectual disability and their families:

Inclusion in all aspects of everyday society

Full citizenship which respects individual human rights responsibilities

Self-determination in order to have control over the decisions affecting one’s life

Family support through adequate services and support networks to families with disabled family members. 
Inclusion International’s members have decided to focus on promoting the implementation of the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD) in 4 key priority areas:

Preamble on the Role of Families (family support)

Article 12: Equal Recognition before the Law - People with intellectual disabilities have legal capacity and have the right to support in order to exercise their capacity

Article 19: Living Independently and Being Included in the Community - People with intellectual disabilities have the right to choose to live in the community with the supports required

Article 24: Education – Students with intellectual disabilities have the right to be included in the regular school with the supports they require. 

Inclusion Africa (IA) is a regional body of Inclusion International advocating for the rights of people with intellectual disability and their families throughout the African continent. While Inclusion Africa has existed for many years under different structures its most current organizational structure was established in 2008 by 13 member countries in a conference held in Windhoek, Namibia. At present IA has 17 member countries including South Africa, Ethiopia, Zambia, Mozambique, Zimbabwe, Lesotho, Kenya, Uganda, Zanzibar, Tanzania, Malawi, Swaziland, Namibia, Ghana, Mauritius and Burkina Faso. 

SCOPE OF WORK 


Inclusion International is looking to contract a consultant to work with the regional body Inclusion Africa. The purpose of the assignment is to:

Work with Inclusion Africa’s member organisation on Inclusion International’s campaign to promote Article 19 of the Convention, to ensure African contributions to this process. 

Map out the regional African disability movement and develop a strategy for how IA can strengthen the voices of families and self advocates (people who themselves have an intellectual disability) in the region. 

Organisational capacity building: support the establishment and work of Inclusion Africa.

Inclusion International’s Global Campaign on Article 19 – Promoting the Right to Live and be Included in the Community

The right to live and be included in the community is one of the most important protections guaranteed by the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD).  Inclusion International is asking individuals and organizations to contribute to a research project which will culminate in a Global Report to be released at the Inclusion International General Assembly and International Conference in Washington DC in October, 2012. 

The report will present a vision of what it means to live and be included in the community from the perspective of people with intellectual disabilities and their families. It will examine the current situation in different parts of the world in order to draw a roadmap for the implementation of Article 19 of the CRPD.  The report, and the process of developing it, will provide a tool to assist people with intellectual disabilities, their families, and communities to realize the right to live and be included in the community. Inclusion International’s global campaign will: raise awareness of the current reality for many people with intellectual disabilities; identify good practices and build commitment to policy and practices which support the full implementation of Article 19.

The process for developing the report will engage self-advocates, families of people with intellectual disability, and other stakeholders from every region of the world. Participants will be asked to share: their stories; their vision of what Article 19 means; and experiences related to deinstitutionalization or building of community supports and services; existing research and political advocacy strategies. 

The participatory research process will explore:

What it means to live and be included in the community for people who have an intellectual disability and their families, and what is their vision of this?

What exists now, and how does it compare to our vision?

What needs to happen to achieve our vision? 

ROLE AND RESPONSIBILITEIS FOR CONSULTANT

Inclusion International is looking for a consultant to work with Inclusion Africa and its members on the global campaign on article 19 in Africa. It is expected that the consultant will provide support to both member organisations and their local branches on how they can contribute to this process. Furthermore, the role of the consultant will also involve organisational capacity building in terms of support to the overall work of IA and to work on a strategy for how IA can strengthen its voice in the region. This includes a mandate to conduct an organisational assessment of the member organisations of IA and spearheading the process of initiating IA’s own operations. This part of the consultant’s assignment will have to be further deliberated and agreed upon by Inclusion Africa’s members. 

Responsibilities will include but are not limited to:

Facilitating the collection of stories and information for the global campaign from Inclusion Africa’s member organisations by using the tools that have been developed by II for the purpose.

Identifying interesting work within the organisations that relates to article 19 and community living. 

Compiling and finalising the African contribution for the Global report on article 19. This includes producing a separate regional report for Inclusion Africa. 

Conducting an overall assessment of the organisations within IA.

Providing technical and managerial support to the establishment of IA as a legal entity as well as initiating IA’s operations in accordance with the strategic plan. 

Develop a strategy for how IA can work with relevant regional organisations/institutions to strengthen the voices of its members in the region. 

Expectations and qualifications  

The consultant will have an informative, technical and facilitating role when it comes to provision of support to the member organisations. 

The consultant shall have: 

Documented experience of work in relation to non-governmental organisations in Africa, 

Preferably good understanding of the work of family based organizations and organizations working with people who have intellectual disability in Africa,

Good regional knowledge of southern and/or eastern Africa, and preferably also west Africa,

Good understanding of disability issues and the Convention on the Rights of persons with Disabilities,

Willingness to travel in the region

Experience with financial management, 

Good command of the English language 

Preferably good command in one or more of the following languages:

Portuguese, French and Kiswahili

Experience with analysis and report writing 

REPORTNG MECHANISMS AND TIME FRAME 

The consultant will report to a focal person in Inclusion International but will additionally work closely and provide feedback on a regularly basis to the board members of Inclusion Africa. The consultant can be based in any of Inclusion Africa’s member countries and should work closely with IA’s member organisation in the country in which he/she is based.  

The time frame for the assignment can be discussed but it is hoped that the consultant can start work as soon as possible in 2012 and be available until October 2012.

A Community for All: Implementing Article 19

The Community for All guide and checklist offers a detailed look at the rights identified in the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD), especially Article 19 of the CRPD which provides for the right to live independently and be included in the community. The guide and checklist are intended to help advocates and program implementers identify the obligations on States to realize these rights. Community for All promotes the right of all people with disabilities to live and participate in the community as equal citizens, particularly in countries in which people with disabilities continue to be segregated in institutions. 

This guide and checklist were developed as part of a project of the Mental Health Initiative and the Law and Health Initiative of the Open Society Public Health Program. [1I Forum on Disability and Development and
GPDD Membership Meeting

The Third Membership Meeting took place in Buenos Aires from the 21st to the 23rd of September
2011. The event was organized by the GPDD in partnership with the National Advisory Commission
for the Integration of Persons with Disabilities of Argentina (Co.Na.Dis) and the World Bank.

The event provided the opportunity for a multi-stakeholder discussion on the conditions and factors
necessary to foster the mainstreaming of disability issues into development efforts. In particular,
opportunities and challenges of the different practices and the role played by key actors in their
implementation were analyzed.

On the first day, participants engaged in a general discussion on local, regional and world experi-
ences on the inclusion of disability, with a particular focus on innovative approaches in International
Cooperation.

The second day featured a series of parallel thematic sessions, each of which consisted in the pres-
entation of three or four different experiences and promising practices. Topics for discussion in-

Disability and Poverty in Developing Coun-
tries: A Snapshot from the World Health Sur-
vey

The World Bank has recently published the study “Disability and Poverty in Developing Countries:
A Snapshot from the World Health Survey”. The publication is one of the last contributions to the
empirical research on the social and economic conditions of people with disabilities in developing
countries.

The study presents a snapshot of economic and poverty situation of working-age persons with
disabilities and their households in 15 developing countries: Burkina Faso, Ghana, Kenya, Malawi,
Mauritius, Zambia, and Zimbabwe in Africa; Bangladesh, Lao People’s Democratic Republic (Lao
PDR), Pakistan, and the Philippines in Asia; and Brazil, Dominican Republic, Mexico,

and Paraguay in Latin America and the Caribbean. It is interesting to note that for the purpose of
the study, poverty is intended in both monetary aspects (e.g. income) and not monetary aspects
(e.g. living condition, education attainment, etc).

The data used for the research come from the World Health Survey (WHS) conducted by the
World Health Organization (WHO) in 2002-2004. This survey is the first one on disability having
used the same data collection methodology in several different countries, rendering hence possi-
ble a comparative analysis of the situation of disability in different contexts.

Although according to the study the prevalence of disability greatly varies among different coun-
tries, it is interesting to notice how in all countries the prevalence has been higher for females.

The analysis of these data also pointed out that, in most of the countries analyzed, persons with
disabilities, on average, present a statistically significant lower educational attainment and lower
employment rates than persons without disabilities.

Besides, in general terms, households with disabilities tend to dispose of lower assets and, in 11
countries out of 14, tend to be associated with multidimensional poverty.

In addition, although the situations differs significantly among contexts, in most countries, three
dimensions appear to contribute more than others to worsen the poverty level of people with
disabilities. These are: education, employment and the proportion of personal expenses for
health care reasons. More inclusive policies in these areas seem hence to be a compelling need
of most developing countries.

Congratulations to Sophie Mitra, Aleksandra Posarac and Brandon Vick who collaborated on this
study, which will indeed be of great help to policy makers and development agencies.

The Sign Language Law in Poland

From the Polish Association of the Deaf

On the 12 of September 2011 the Polish President, Mr Bronistaw Komorowski signed the Sign
Language Law, which recognises Polish Sign Language.

In accordance with the Act a sign language interpreter in dealings with public administration as
well as documents in comprehensible form should be provided.

The Act also defines the rates of sign language interpreter and the amount of funding for training
for this professional group. Enacted laws provide for the creation of 17-seat Council of Sign Lan-
guage. Its members are to come, but people from the deaf, also representatives of the Ministries
of justice, education, science and higher education and culture and national heritage.

The Act will come into force on 1 April 2012.

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Because they are girls...

I HE United Nations General Assembly in 1999 designated 25 November as International

Day for the Elimination of Violence against Women. The 16 days of activism against gender
violence starts from November 25 and ends on December 10 — International Human Rights Day.
These dates symbolically link violence against women and human rights, and emphasise that
such violence is a human rights violation. 1 think, all over the world girls are treated as “girls’.
That is why they face discrimination and violence against themselves, experience disadvantages
since they are in the lap. Their human rights are inhumanely denied. But boys are treated as
‘human beings’, so they can realise their due human rights and even they enjoy many advantages
for being boys starting from their very infancy!

The UNFPA expressed concern over the high rate of early marriage in Bangladesh because it
increases child and maternal mortality rates, contributes to population growth, and creates
problems of gender discrimination and violence. UNFPA Executive Director Dr Babatunde
Osotimehin said, “When girls are married off at early ages, they are not allowed to develop and
reach their full potentials. They are also deprived of their ability to contribute to the society.”

Bangladesh Demographic and Health Survey, 2007 mentioned that fifty percent of the girls are
married before the age of 16. This rate has remained the same in the last 35 years. So UNFPA
has urged to increase investment in girls’ education. According to the UN body, population
growth is a challenge for the world. “If the population growth is faster than a country’s economic
growth, poverty will persist.”





In fact, over-population is a big problem for our country. People who are unaware of family
planning have mainly increased the fertility rate and created this problem. Now the government
and other agencies need to control the growth of population, prepare the total population as
potential human resources through free education, training, and more employment at home and
abroad. In addition, unemployed people must have opportunities to be self-reliant through
agriculture, homestead food production, handicrafts, business/entrepreneurship etc. There are
many talented girls and boys in our country, but a large number of them are unemployed. Now
the priority of the government and non-government organisations and rich people of the country
must be to make profitable use of those talents of our people by involving them in productive
work. Thus we shall be able to transform our population into an efficient workforce through
unlocking their potentials. And then every person will be a valuable asset of each family as well
as of our country.

To fulfil the plan of making Bangladesh a middle-income country and a developed one, there is
no alternative to making all the people efficient human resources at any cost. Solving the
problem of unemployment must be the top-priority agenda. Because hungry people are always
angry people. So to establish peace, real democracy and to ensure sustainable development, we
must find ways to feed the hungry people first to quell their anger. Then their healthy and cool
brain can discover ways of being self-reliant, working towards development, peace and
democracy, preventing discrimination, stalking, violence and crimes.





In Iraq, since the U.S. invasion in March 2003, as many as 5,000 women and girls have been
trafficked for sex trade, according to a preliminary report released recently by the London-based
Social Change Through Education in the Middle East. According to the report, domestic
violence, rape and other forms of gender-based violence have become a common practice among
the internally displaced persons in Irag and the large refugee communities in Syria, Jordan,
Lebanon and other countries of the Middle East. Above all, we do not want war in any country
any more; rather we want peace to see women having honourable jobs to make their livelihood
instead of being sex workers.

In my opinion, the trafficked girls or women, or who trades sex for survival, face double burden
of discrimination, because they are hated as ‘lower-class’ by the so-called civilized section of
people of the world. Girls or women with disabilities face more discrimination in everywhere
and they are kept isolated. The other day, a domestic help named Rebeka, a poor girl of 12 years,
asked me at one point of our discussion, “Can you tell me when we, the girls would be treated
as human beings same as boys? You see, | take and bring back the son of my rich employer to
and from school, but I can not attend school myself though | want to. | am discriminated and
deprived, because | am a girl!”

This is a question all of us have to think over and decide our share of responsibility.
