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ADDC ‘2010 SUMMARY’ REPORT
The following is a brief synopsis of ADDC activities during 2010. It is important to acknowledge that these activities were made possible with the combined energy and skills of the ADDC membership, with particular input from the ADDC Committee Members and the continued support of CBM Australia. 

Major Events: 
International Conference
The year was particularly full as a result of planning and facilitation of an international conference in Darwin during September 2010. The International Conference ‘Implementing Disability-inclusive Development in the Pacific and Asia’ addressed issues relevant to the implementation of disability-inclusive development in the Asia and Pacific regions, focussing on achievements, plans and ongoing challenges since the inaugural conference of 2008.  
The Conference was held at the Darwin Convention Centre from 15–17 September, 2010 and included a number of plenary sessions, breakout workshops and two roundtables sessions. It attracted over 200 delegates from diverse backgrounds representing 29 countries. The roundtable sessions were attended by 138 delegates. Major sponsorship was from AusAID. 
63rd Annual United Nations DPI/NGO Conference

The UN DPI/NGO conference, ‘Advance Global Health: Achieve the MDGs’, was held in Melbourne from 30 August to 1 September, 2010. Over 1,600 participants representing over 350 Non-Government Organisations from more than 70 countries attended. 
Two members of the ADDC Executive Committee were significantly involved in the organising of this conference. ADDC coordinated a submission to present a disability related workshop which was accepted. The ‘Disability, Health and the MDG’s’ workshop was facilitated by 5 key members that emphasised how the needs and rights of people with disabilities are centrally important to achieving the MDGs. The workshop focused on the nexus between disability, health and specific MDGs, and on ways stakeholders can move forward on these critical issues and meet their responsibilities under the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. 
ADDC and individual Members provided comment on the conference Declaration which ensured ‘disability’ was referenced in 3 parts of the communiqué. http://makinghealthglobal.com.au/media/conference-releases/the-declaration/
1 in 5 Parliamentary Breakfast
On 17 November, 2010, a team from CBM Australia, ADDC, ACFID and other organisations hosted the 1 in 5 Parliamentary Breakfast at Parliament House in Canberra. 

In attendance were 20 Federal MPs including the Hon Kevin Rudd, Minister for Foreign Affairs and Trade. Mr Rudd shared a 20 minute message about the link between poverty and disability and highlighted the Australian Government’s continued commitment to the “Development for All” strategy, which seeks to mainstream disability inclusion throughout Australia’s Aid Programme. 

A number of the ADDC Members present were able to spend some time with Mr Rudd and other politicians conversing about the importance and outcomes of ADDC Members’ work to promote disability inclusive development.

International Day of Persons with Disabilities
The theme for 2010 was "Keeping the promise: Mainstreaming disability in the Millennium Development Goals towards 2015 and beyond". In celebration of International Day of Persons with Disabilities, ADDC developed 2 videos that are presently on the ADDC website and on YouTube. The first video is on Disability and the MDG’s http://www.addc.org.au/2010/12/idpwd/ and the second video is on people’s reflections on how they can make a difference. These were supported with a transcript of people’s responses from around the world on what they can do to make a difference; a flyer on the link between the MDG’s and disability; a special edition newsletter promoting celebrations around the world; and a user friendly version of the UNCRPD on the ADDC web. 
On the morning of December 3rd, ADDC held a session at CBM Australia to explore the topic further. Throughout the day ADDC also had a small photo exhibition and were involved in the ‘Volunteer in Aid Expo’ hosted by the Mandala foundation, in the afternoon, as well as promoted the day’s celebrations on community radio stations in Sydney and Melbourne.  

Disability-inclusive Reference Group. 
ADDC members are represented on AusAID’s Disability–inclusive Reference Group (DRG) by the ADDC Executive Officer, Christine Walton. The Reference Group was established to provide strategic guidance to the Australian aid program on implementation of 'Development for All: Towards a disability-inclusive Australian aid program 2009-2014'. The Reference Group comprises international and Australian leaders in disability and development, including people with disability. Full information at the following link:

During 2010, the group met twice: in April via teleconference and August in Cambodia. Objectives for the April meeting were to review the draft Performance Assessment Framework for the strategy and update DRG members on progress in disability and development in AusAID. This included information on DPO capacity building initiatives, Disability Rights Fund, activities in Papua New Guinea, the Avoidable Blindness Initiative, activities with UNICEF and  progress on development of guidelines for inclusive –development, enabling mechanisms. 
The DRG also met in Phnom Penh, Cambodia from 9-12 August, 2010. This was the first time a meeting of the DRG had taken place outside of Australia involving a broad range of external stakeholders and engagement of AusAID country program personnel.
Objectives of this meeting were to:

· Increase understanding of development partners in Cambodia – Government, DPOs, NGOs, INGOs and other donor agencies – of the priorities and strategy of the Australian Government in disability-inclusive development

· Support the AusAID team in Phnom Penh in effectively integrating disability in Australia’s aid program through the Development for All strategy

· Strengthen DRG member’s understanding of progress, opportunities, challenges and needs of AusAID in-country teams in effectively implementing the Development for All Strategy

· Review and provide guidance on priority areas and activities identified at the April DRG meeting. 
· Set out forward agenda and priority areas of focus for the DRG for 2010-11

The four days of proceedings were well attended and were chaired by AusAID Director, Disability Inclusive Development (Kristen Pratt). The DRG met with H.E Ith Sam Heng, the Cambodian Minister for Social Affairs, Veterans and Youth Rehabilitation (MoSVY), H.E. Sem Sokha Secretary of State, Department of Rehabilitation, MoSVY and other senior government officials. Australia’s Ambassador to Cambodia, H.E. Margaret Adamson briefed the DRG on arrival, led the meeting with Minister Sam Heng, and hosted a high profile dinner which included the participation of H.E. Dr Ing Kantha Phavi, Minister for Women’s Affairs. Discussions were also held with AusAID program staff, and prominent NGOs, International NGOs (INGOs), Disabled Peoples Organisations (DPOs) and Development Partners involved with disability inclusive development in Cambodia (refer attachment for details of people met).
Keeping Connected

Presentations: 

Relationships with international organisations and individuals were robustly facilitated with all the communications involved in relation to the ADDC Conference. This provided the opportunity to reconnect with past associates and connect with new networks. 
ADDC EO made a presentation at the Pacific Disability Forum Conference in Fiji in March on ‘ADDC-Get Involved’.  In partnership, Christine Walton and Setareki Macanawai developed a presentation on ‘ADDC and PDF Working Together’ which was delivered by Seta at the Pacific Rim Conference in Hawaii in April. 
A presentation on ‘Disability in Development: Creating Partnerships and Networks’, was also delivered to AFDO Members in Brisbane in February. Many informal talks and presentations were held throughout the year by invitation of ADDC members. 
The CBM/Nossal Institute Partnership for Disability Inclusive Development hosted an Australian Leadership Awards—Fellowships (ALAF) group from Cambodia. ADDC were privileged to work with this group on advocacy and networking sessions, as well as having ALAF participants attend the conference in Darwin. Christine had the opportunity to meet several of the ALAF participants while in Cambodia and develop a base understanding of the work they are involved in. Continued correspondence continues with this group who are keen to keep involved and connected with ADDC.
Networking:
ADDC members have been heavily involved in development of the Australian CRPD Shadow Report. ADDC has provided comment in relation to Article 32 in this report and have referred interested agencies to the committee involved in developing this report. 

ADDC has been involved in meetings and submissions to ACFID to ensure disability is specifically addressed in the ACFID review of its Code of Conduct.

ADDC has provided comment to ensure disability is specifically addressed in the AusAID Timor Leste Country Strategy; in AusAID’s Civil Society Engagement Framework Consultation Paper; and provided additional information to strengthen disability-inclusive development aspects of the Land Mines Strategy and IWD document
Attendance at “One Just World’ event in February at Melbourne University- ‘What responsibilities do Australians owe the global poor? ‘
Support & attendance at International Careers Dinner -International Law Students' Society. Melbourne Law School. The theme for the Dinner was: Global Opportunities; Where will your career take you?

Ongoing collaboration with members in the DRG.

Resources:

Following the devastation from the Haiti earthquake, under the coordination of GPDD, several international groups formed the ‘GPDD Working Group on Haiti Reconstruction’. The group developed a toolkit called ‘Haiti: Reconstruction for All’. ADDC were able to provide some resources and comments on chapter development. 
Advocacy and Lobbying
Meetings with politician’s pre-election & continued lobbying.

Input into developing lobbying strategies with main supporters (CBM Australia, ACFID, Vision 2020, and APIDS etc).
Development of Pre-Budget papers/asks: continued support for Development for All strategy, mental health and livelihoods.
Lobbying pre & post  election meetings with – Bob McMullan, Richard Marles, Senator  Gary Humphries, Kevin Rudd, Kerry Rea*, Melissa Parke*, Amanda Rishworth. (*meeting cancelled last minute due to Labor Party leadership change meeting), Kon Vatskalis; Senator Judith Troeth. 
Strong advocacy for PWD in emergency situations at any opportunity. 
Other
In conjunction with ADDC Executive Committee, developed ADDC 3 Year strategic Plan. 
Administration and coordination related to Darwin conference.

Development of regular Bulletins and Newsletter to membership.

Executive Officer: India exposure trip - This was an exposure visit to experience the work being conducted in the field to be utilised in advocacy work. It provided the Executive Officer with the opportunity to meet with staff at CBM SAROS North and South based in Bangalore, be involved in the daily operations of the office as well as join a disability inclusive training workshop. This was followed by several days in Kerala- the regional programs where Community Based Rehabilitation programs were in the early stages of implementation by a partner agency.  Christine brought home the knowledge that comes from new experiences, respect for the tireless work of the Program Officers and the warmth of the hospitality of the people in India.
