 ADDC is pleased to announce that Dame Carol Kidu, Minister for Social Services PNG, will be a key note speaker at our conference in September. 

Brief Profile:
Born in Australia, Dame Carol Kidu was the first woman Minister of Papua New Guinea, as Minister of Local Development. She was made a Dame Commander of the Order of the British Empire 2005 and was decorated by the University of Queensland for her contribution to social development, particularly for the indigenous population, and women's rights. In 2007, the magazine Islands Business named her "Person of the Year", in recognition of her efforts towards poverty alleviation, against domestic violence and child abuse, against HIV and AIDS and in favour of women's empowerment.  In February 2009, she was made a knight of the Legion d’honneur by France, for her dedication to helping women, young girls, children, people with physical disability, mental health conditions and her commitment to fighting discrimination. She was the first citizen of Papua New Guinea to receive this award. She accepted the award on behalf of the people of Papua New Guinea.

80 ratifications of the CRPD

France has become the 80th country to ratify the CRPD, which means that the Committee on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities will increase from 12 to 18 members in 2011.

The renovation of 6 of the CRPD Committee members (those whose term expires in 2010 can run one more term) and the election of the 6 new positions will happen at the Conference of States Parties that will take place in New York on September 1-3.

Nigeria Must set Example for rest of Africa in Tackling HIV, says UNAIDS Chief

The head of the United Nations agency leading the global effort against HIV and AIDS has commended the Nigerian Government for its progressive policies, while calling for greater efforts to tackle the epidemic and set an example for the rest of Africa. 

“Nigeria must take the lead in setting the regional and African Union agenda in eliminating mother to child transmission of HIV by 2015. Without Nigeria’s leadership, this goal will not be met in the African continent,” Michel Sidibé, Executive Director of the Joint UN Programme on HIV/AIDS (UNAIDS), said during a visit to the country. 

According to UNAIDS, there are nearly three million people living with HIV in Nigeria – second only to South Africa on the continent – with about 1,000 new infections every day. 

The agency noted that there is a growing demand for access to treatment and prevention services within Nigeria, which can only be met by strengthening the current partnership between global, national and local partners. 

“We cannot afford to let down the four million people living on treatment and the millions who are waiting for it,” said Mr. Sidibé. 

Nigeria has only 30 per cent of the resources available to meet the needs of the national AIDS response, with the global economic downturn impacting negatively on the amount of resources available at the national and state level.
