	TED EGAN has lived most of his life in the Northern Territory, and presently lives in Alice Springs. He has been writing and recording songs since 1969, and has produced 28 albums - strong, consistent sellers. He appears regularly at both folk and country music festivals, being one of the very few people who successfully bridge the gap.
He is a member of the Order of Australia (AO) for services to the Aboriginal people, and for an ongoing contribution to the literary heritage of Australia through song and verse'. He was a member of the first National Reconciliation Council.

World Water Day: clean water for a healthy world, March 22nd 2010
The UN International World Water Day is held annually on 22 March, focusing attention on the importance of supplies of freshwater around the globe. 

Australians are acutely aware of the importance of quantity of water, with drought and water restrictions a constant concern. But in 2010, the UN's World Water Day is focusing our attention on something just as important - water quality.

Clean water is life
Around 900 million people worldwide live without access to safe drinking water, another 2.5 billion lack decent sanitation and 1.8 million people die every year from diarrhoeal diseases. Improving water supplies and increasing access to safe water sources are key to saving lives and improving circumstances for poorer communities. With water as the key element of all life, being able to rely on safe and clean water supplies is essential for all people.

A world of difference
A World Health Organization study has found that if we achieve the Millennium Development Goal of halving the number of people without access to clean drinking water and basic sanitation by 2015, the gains would include:

· 272 million more days spent in school 
· more than 20 billion working days gained, from less illness and less time spent collecting water 

· annual savings of $1.7 billion spent on treating water-related diseases

Find out how we're going with our water and sanitation efforts

Water around the world 
· 97% of the earth's water is saltwater- only 3% is fresh and ready for drinking. 
· Australians per capita are one of the world's largest consumers of water, using one million litres of water per capita per year. 

· A baby in Mali, Africa is almost 520 times more likely to die of diarrhoea than a child born in Europe. 

· The average person in the developing world uses 10 litres of water every day for their drinking, washing and cooking. 

· The average European uses 200 litres of water every day for their drinking, washing and cooking. North Americans use 400 litres.

Australia will provide further support to the Pacific Islands Forum Secretariat as part of our longstanding commitment to the Pacific region's premier political organisation.

Australia is a founding member of the Forum, and has supported the Forum Secretariat since its establishment.  Australia has provided over $50 million to this important institution since 1988.

Today I signed a Memorandum of Understanding with the Secretary General of the Pacific Islands Forum Secretariat, Mr Tuiloma Neroni Slade, to provide core funding to support the operation of the Secretariat as well as for important Pacific-wide programs.

The Memorandum provides the Forum Secretariat with security of funding over the next two years (2010 and 2011).

Australia's support through this Memorandum acknowledges the key role the Forum plays for the nations and the people of the Pacific region.

Australia's contribution of over $10 million in the next two years will support the Secretariat in its core work of strengthening regional cooperation, security, economic growth and progress against the Millennium Development Goals.

Australia's contribution will accelerate the implementation of the Cairns Compact on Strengthening Development Coordination, agreed by Leaders at the August 2009 Pacific Islands Forum.

The Cairns Compact is an important commitment to drive more effective coordination of development resources, to lift the economic and development performance of the Pacific region and achieve real progress against the Millennium Development Goals.

Australia's contribution will also support the Pacific Island Trade and Investment Commission office in Sydney to develop trade, tourism and investment opportunities between Pacific countries and Australia.

·        Research that is rigorous, creative and cutting-edge, but that directly is informed by and 

engages with the experiences, movements and accounts of the socially excluded; 

·        Interdisciplinary and trans-disciplinary research and developments; 

·        Research and work in the area of social inclusion from outside the dominant sociological 

tradition.
