Haiti Earthquake - One Year Anniversary

12 January 2011 marks the one year anniversary of the devastating earthquake that hit Haiti. The quake killed more than 200,000 Haitians and left more than two million homeless.  Among those who perished were 102 United Nations personnel, constituting the highest loss of life from a single event in United Nations history.  

To celebrate their lives and honour all our friends and colleagues who perished on 12 January 2010, the one year anniversary is being marked by a formal commemoration at the MINUSTAH headquarters in Port-au-Prince.  In New York, the Secretary-General will conduct a solemn wreath-laying ceremony beginning at 16.45h.  The ceremonies can be followed via videolink through UN webcast.

Devastating earthquake 

A tragic setback came for Haiti, when the devastating 7.0 magnitude earthquake hit on 12 January 2010. The earthquake levelled the capital city, delivered a severe blow to still shaky Haitian economy and infrastructure, and impeded nation-building efforts in the country. The catastrophe also led to a climate of political uncertainty, interrupting a period of relatively smooth progress towards legislative, presidential, and municipal elections previously scheduled to be held in February 2010. The UN mission, MINUSTAH, was also decimated. The loss of UN staff, including the Special Representative and his principal Deputy, was by far the greatest for any single event in UN peacekeeping’s 62-year history. 

International response

Within hours of the earthquake, emergency relief operations were launched by the United Nations and a number of Member States. Specialized military and civilian units undertook search-and-rescue operations, established field hospitals and provided immediate support to life-saving assistance efforts and restoring key infrastructure. Despite its vast losses, MINUSTAH made extraordinary efforts to restore its capacity and acted decisively to respond to post-earthquake needs within its mandate and in line with the priorities of relief, security and restoration of State capacity. In light of the catastrophic consequences of the earthquake on the capacity of the Haitian state, the Security Council, by its resolution 1908 of 19 January, endorsed the Secretary-General’s recommendation to increase the overall force levels of MINUSTAH by 2,000 troops and 1,500 police to support immediate recovery, reconstruction, and stability efforts in the country.

of 22 April 2010 on the situation in Haiti, the Secretary-General provided recommendations on the future role of the UN mission in Haiti. After entering a period of consolidation, MINUSTAH would require a surge effort in order to help the Government preserve the gains of stabilization to date and enable a smooth transition to long-term reconstruction. While much of this could be achieved by scaling up activities within the current mandate, the Secretary-General pointed to the need for greater technical, operational and logistical assistance to Government and state institutions. 

Welcoming the Secretary-General’s report and its recommendations, the Security Council in its resolution 1927 of 4 June 2010 [image: image2.png]


authorized the deployment, on a temporary basis, of an additional 680 police to MINUSTAH to focus on building the capacity of the Haitian National Police. The Council also decided that, for the time being, the Mission would consist of a military component of up to 8,940 troops of all ranks and of a police component of up to 4,391 police.

The resolution further reiterated that the ownership and primary responsibility for stabilization and development lay with the Government and the people of Haiti, and recognizes the supporting role of MINUSTAH in this regard.

The Security Council also recognized the need for MINUSTAH to assist the Government of Haiti in providing adequate protection of the population and requested it to continue collaboration with OCHA and the United Nations Country Team in supporting the humanitarian and recovery efforts.

Among other things, the Council asked MINUSTAH to continue its support to the Haitian Government and to the Provisional Electoral Council in the preparation and conduct of Haiti’s elections, and to coordinate international electoral assistance to Haiti in cooperation with other international stakeholders including the OAS. 
The one-year anniversary of the Haiti earthquake will take place on 12 January 2011. Two major events will honour all those who lost their lives (Haitians, and UN staff). In Port-au-Prince, a ceremony organized by the UN Stabilization Mission in Haiti (MINUSTAH) will be

held. At UN Headquarters in New York, there will be a wreath-laying ceremony in the General Assembly public lobby, with a 47-second moment of silence (the duration of the

One Year On, Huge Challenges Remain for Haitian Quake Recovery 

On the eve of the first anniversary of the devastating earthquake that killed 220,000 Haitians and made 1.5 million others homeless, United Nations humanitarian agencies today looked back at a year of achievements, albeit at times spotty, and forward to the enormous challenges still ahead. 

“The task has been Herculean – a humanitarian worst case scenario in one of the world’s poorest countries, with massive casualties, multiple catastrophes, the decimation of the nation’s civil service, reams of critical records destroyed and staggering damage to the country’s critical infrastructure,” UN Children’s Fund (UNICEF) Executive Director Anthony Lake wrote in an opinion piece in the Miami Herald newspaper. 

“Delays in pledged aid have further complicated the recovery effort,” he said, noting the added complication of the cholera epidemic that has claimed some 3,600 lives and infected almost 150,000 people so far even before cresting. 

“These are enormous, unprecedented obstacles. But as we look back, we should remind ourselves not only that it might have been far worse, but that real progress has been possible, even in such dire circumstances.” 

Mr. Lake cited the thousands of children who have been reunited with their families and the nearly 100,000 youngsters benefiting from a network providing psychosocial care. 

“This is only a start. In Haiti, as in every emergency, we can and must do a better job channelling pledged aid to people and communities in greatest need,” he wrote. “We need to ensure better coordination among government, the international aid community and local NGOs [non-governmental organizations]. And we need to do more to support communities’ efforts to drive their own recovery. 

“When so much remains to be done, and when so many continue to suffer, it is no time for self-congratulation. But neither should it become an occasion for self-flagellation. To do so risks discouraging those who can still provide help – to the absolute detriment of the people who so desperately need it. And it is both a denial of the small victories achieved and a disavowal of the heroes who are still out there, every day, helping to rebuild lives and restore hope.” 

UN World Food Programme (WFP) Executive Director Josette Sheeran stressed the daunting nature of the catastrophe, noting that in the six weeks immediately after the quake, the agency delivered food to 4 million Haitians and continues to provide food aid to some 2 million through school meal and cash-for-work programmes and nutritional support to pregnant and nursing mothers and their children. 

“While much has been achieved in the year since the earthquake, much still remains to be done,” she said in a statement. “Our ongoing food assistance programmes that nourish the very young, provide cash for work, and include the local purchase of food from Haitian farmers, are part of a massive recovery effort that will continue to need international support in the months ahead. 

“Access to nutritious food is essential if Haiti is to build back better, and WFP will continue its work providing the right food at the right time to those – like the very young – who still remain vulnerable.” 

The UN Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) warned that greater support to agriculture is crucial to meet the country’s development objectives and help it prepare for future emergencies, noting that it is shifting from direct input distribution to seed multiplication and other more sustainable activities as it moves from emergency aid to longer-term rehabilitation support. 

It also stressed the need to reduce risks related to natural disasters such as flooding from hurricanes. “Natural resource and watershed management activities need to go hand in hand with measures to improve agricultural productivity by enhancing access to land, inputs, water and markets,” the FAO Representative in Haiti, Ari Toubo Ibrahim, said. 

UN Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) Director-General Irina Bokova called on the international community to live up to its moral obligations and do more. “The situation in Haiti continues to be catastrophic,” she said. “Reconstruction has scarcely begun. Of the total amount of aid pledged, only a small fraction has been received.” 

UNESCO Special Envoy for Haiti Michaëlle Jean, the Haitian-born former Governor General of Canada, stressed that Haiti needs support, not charity. “What the Haitian people require to surmount the disaster is long-term investment in their social institutions and particularly in education and culture, the most vital building blocks for their future,” she said. 

In Port-au-Prince, the capital, UN Humanitarian Coordinator for Haiti Nigel Fisher released a report reviewing in detail the humanitarian achievements of the past year and the challenges ahead, noting that the signs of recovery are still barely visible for Haitians on the ground. 

In the report, the UN’s top envoy in Haiti, Edmond Mulet, stressed the need for the international community to provide a more systematic approach to help Haitians reinforce a State of rule of law and social and economic progress in a country where political uncertainties arising from November’s disputed first round of elections could lead to more turmoil. 

“In the absence of significant progress in the field of a State of law in Haiti, all current and future efforts for Haiti’s recovery, notably in reconstruction, economic and social development, humanitarian aid, security and political stability, risk going up in smoke,” he warned. 

As Mr. Lake concluded in his opinion piece, which began with the tent cities still filled to overflowing, and the tens of thousands of children still in need of protection: “There is no denying that today in Haiti, rubble still remains, cholera still kills, and political turmoil still imperils progress. 

“But the time has come to look beyond the rubble and the ruin, and to look ahead to a stronger Haiti. One year later, we have a choice – to wring our hands or to join them together in renewed commitment to help Haitians rebuild their wounded country. For how we can despair, when so many Haitians have not?”

Year After Quake, Thousands of Haitian Children Still Suffering-  UNICEF 

One year after a devastating earthquake struck Haiti, more than 1 million people – 380,000 of them children – still live in crowded camps despite extraordinary relief efforts by Haitians and the international community, according to a United Nations report issued today. 

“We have seen results in the past year, but significant gaps remain and much more must be done,” UN Children’s Fund (UNICEF) Haiti Representative Francoise Gruloos-Ackermans said of her agency’s report, “Children in Haiti: One Year After – The long road from relief to recovery,” stressing that the recovery process is just beginning. 

“Haiti poses huge institutional and systemic issues that predated the earthquake, and that require more than an emergency response to resolve,” she added of the 12 January 2010 tragedy, noting that 4 million children in the poorest country in the Western Hemisphere continue to suffer from inequitable access to water, sanitation, healthcare, and education services and protection from disease, exploitation, and unsanitary conditions. 

“This places even more emphasis on the need for organizations such as UNICEF to focus on developing and reinforcing structural interventions that will adequately prepare this country and its inhabitants for the future.” 

Water, sanitation and hygiene were on the decline prior to the quake, with only 19 per cent of people having access to basic sanitation facilities in 2006, down from 29 per cent in 1990. UNICEF provided more than 11,300 latrines serving over 800,000 people. Every day, over 600 latrines are desludged as part of ongoing efforts to maintain safe sanitation standards. 

Immediately after the quake, UNICEF, the UN World Health Organization (WHO) and partners conducted emergency campaigns immunizing 2 million children against preventable diseases such as polio, diphtheria, and measles. Some 360,000 insecticide-treated bed nets were distributed to over 163,000 households in the malaria-endemic southern coastal regions. 

At the height of the emergency response, UNICEF and partners trucked a daily average of 8.3 million litres of safe water to some 680,000 people. With the ongoing cholera outbreak that erupted in October, UNICEF is providing more than 10.9 tons of chlorine and over 45 million water purification tablets to ensure safe water for 3 million people in Port-au-Prince, the capital, and surrounding towns. 

As of 29 December, 3,481 people had died of cholera and over 157,000 cases had been reported, according to Haitian Health Ministry statistics. The UN Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs (OCHA) warned today that the epidemic threatens 2.2 million school children due to the lack of clean water and sanitation facilities in schools throughout the country. 

Overall the quake affected 1.5 million children and 63,000 pregnant women, UNICEF said. The UN World Food Programme (WFP) is currently reaching close to 2 million people with various aid programmes, including hot school meals for over 1 million children every day and cash-for-work programmes and nutrition. 

The $1.5 billion quake relief appeal launched by the UN and its partners has been funded to 72 per cent at the end of 2010, while the $174 million cholera emergency appeal launched in late 2010 is only 25 per cent funded, OCHA spokesperson Elisabeth Byrs told a news briefing in Geneva today. It is vital to reach a level of funding above 25 per cent in 2011, she said.

IOM Displacement Figures for Displaced Quake Survivors. 

The number of Haitians living in displacement camps after the devastating earthquake of January 12, 2010, has dropped by almost half since last July, according to a new study released by the International Organization for Migration.

A countrywide assessment conducted between end November and January 2011 found that 810,000 individuals were living in 1,150 sites in Port-au-Prince and the provinces – bringing Haiti’s assessed camp population to below a million for the first time since the crisis began.

The figures mark a more than 20 per cent decline from November, the time of IOM’s last camp population report, when 1,050,000 people were found to be living in 1,199 camps. That figure already marked a large drop from 1.35 million in September, and an estimated high of 1.5 million people last July.
 
IOM’s findings suggest a current downward trend in Haiti’s camp population of around 100,000 people per month, with the largest declines seen in the south of the country. 
 
Many sites have closed altogether, while the number of camps hosting more than 1000 households has dropped from 39 in November to 26. The average size of households in the camps has also fallen.
 
The decision by people to leave the camps has been attributed to several often inter-related reasons: including completion of transitional shelters, construction of permanent houses, repair of partially damaged houses, rubble removal and international assistance packages. 
 
Additionally, storms, a countrywide cholera outbreak, evictions or the fear of evictions, and a search for more permanent services also caused displaced families to return to their places of origin or to find alternative solutions to camps.
 
The figures do not, however, demonstrate a resolution of Haiti’s continued housing crisis, as many people who left the camps may continue to live in a displacement-like situation: such as in tents near their former homes, with host families, or other temporary arrangements.
 
“People are leaving the camps for many reasons. International assistance in the form of long-term shelters, the repair of houses, and material and financial support has been provided to as many as 200,000 vulnerable victims of the earthquake to offer durable return solutions,” said Luca Dall’Oglio, IOM’s head of mission in Haiti.

“More broadly, we see that Haitians have shown great resilience by finding their own solutions: such as returning to the provinces, finding ways to repair their own homes, raising the funds to rent accommodation or staying with families and friends. But we must also recognize that the situation continues to pose a significant challenge.”

The large number of relief organizations, as well as their relationship within a dynamic health operation, required cluster leadership to establish sub-cluster committees. In addition to daily cluster meetings addressing information needs of partners, a small group composed of health NGOs committed to a long-term presence was established to steer policy, communicate needs to the Ministry, and solve emerging problems. Areas of specialization were also established as sub-cluster working groups which included: mobile clinics, hospitals, disability and rehabilitation, health information, disease surveillance, reproductive health, and mental health and psychosocial support.

Social Stigma of Disability Plagues Quake Victims

LES CAYES, Haiti -- For Alexis Odner, dealing with the psychological impact of becoming a person with a disability is just as difficult as learning to move without a limb.
The 25-year-old Haitian lost his leg during the Jan. 12 earthquake, but the social stigma sometimes associated among Haitians about the disabled is making the physical adaptation more difficult to handle.

“Some Haitians think when you’re disabled it means you’re not worth very much anymore,” Odner said through a translator. “It’s a ‘go put yourself in a corner’ attitude.” Lying face down on a clinic bed, Odner does hip extension exercises across from Pierre Lutent, who is being examined by a medical volunteer.


Lutent has been paralyzed for four years after he fell from a tree while picking fruit and broke his back. His family relocated to Les Cayes to be close to the hospital, he said through a translator.
Although he lives nearby, volunteers need to assist in bringing him into the clinic every day. A rocky path up a hill and an inadequate wheelchair for transportation make it necessary to have help. While passing people along their way he receives stares from children and locals selling goods on the street.

“This is not how I was born, but I just have to deal with it,” Lutent said.

Since the earthquake ravaged the country an estimated 2,000 to 4,000 people became amputees, forcing many into a state they may have judged beforehand. “For many it’s considered shameful,” June Hanks, director of Advantage Haiti said. “The community refuses to identify with the person. “
Hanks, whose humanitarian organization provides physical rehabilitation to Haitians, said those with disabilities need to realize they are no different, despite the social stigma that exists.

“They are still the same person, just without a leg,” Hanks said.

But that concept has difficulty resonating with some who have been injured. “I feel like I lost very much from my life,” Odner said. Before the earthquake Odner earned money by doing construction work, something that is no longer an option for him. In a country with unpaved roads and concrete bricks under housing to prevent flooding, environmental barriers perpetuate challenges for people with disabilities.

Learning various trades, however, is one way some have managed to continue to fend for themselves.

Lisette Cadet, 30, has been unable to walk since she was 13. “I felt like I died because I was so sick and discouraged,” Cadet said through a translator.

After attending the Bernice Johnson Professional Center, a vocational training program for women with disabilities in Haiti, Cadet was able to learn needlework that now serves as her source of income, making purses, hats and other items for tourists.

Cadet thinks the newly disabled should not become discouraged; knowing that there is negative perception among locals should not sway others to feel like they are unable to accomplish tasks.
“I can do all the work that a person with legs can do,” Cadet said. “I just can’t walk.”

For Haiti, A New Year Brings Some Old News

STOUFFVILLE, ONTARIO--(Marketwire - Jan. 4, 2011) - For decades, millions upon millions of dollars and years of manpower have been poured into Haiti, the poorest country in the Western hemisphere. These dollars, hours and efforts have come from governments, international non-profit organizations and caring individuals. 

And yet, the evidence of long-term improvement on the quality of life in Haiti has been hard to find.

When a devastating earthquake hit the already impoverished and weak country last January 12, it killed over 220,000 people, injured more than 300,000, and left 1.5 million homeless. 

Again, the international community responded with enormous compassion and generosity and pledged a total of $9.9bn in immediate and long-term aid to earthquake-hit Haiti.

People are again asking - what difference is the earthquake response money making in the country? What, if anything, will finally make a difference in the lives of the poorest Haitian people?

SUMMARY 
The International Organization for Migration (IOM) under the Camp Coordination and Camp 
Management (CCCM) Cluster continues to implement the Displacement Tracking Matrix (DTM), a 
monitoring tool utilized to collect the most updated data on 
the earthquake affected internally displaced persons (IDP) 
population living in IDP sites in Haiti.  The DTM began in 
March 2010, while the revised DTM v2.0 began 
implementation in October 2010 under the supervision of the 
IOM Data Management Unit with the data collection being 
undertaken by IOM directly. 
 
DTM v2.0 offers a concise set of information on the IDP site 
identification and the fluidity of the IDP population in Haiti.  
The second round of the DTM v2.0 field assessments were 
conducted between the end of November 2010 and January 
2011 in 1,199 IDP sites, of which 1,150 were confirmed as 
having IDP households living on the site.     
 
The IDP population living in IDP sites continues to decrease significantly.  The estimated IDP population 
in July 2010 was 1,500,000 individuals, which decreased to 1,350,000 individuals in September 2010 
and reduced to a further 1,050,000 individuals in November 2010.  As of January 2011, the displaced 
population is an estimated 810,000 individuals, of whom 750,150 individuals reside in the identified IDP 
sites where the DTM field assessments have been conducted.   
 
A traditionally unaccounted for population make up the additional 60,000 individuals, who have been 
included in the total number of IDPs given the recent concerns expressed by humanitarian actors. The 
IOM DTM field assessment teams conducted a household count of the population currently located in 
the surrounding areas of the Corail IDP camp, locally referred to as Canaan and Jerusalem, at the 
beginning of January 2011 so as to gather a reliable estimate of the actual population in this area.  The 
additional population of 15,000 households, or 60,000 individuals, represents the population in Canaan 
and Jerusalem locations.  The results of the physical count of the locations confirmed a high number of 
shelters with no sign of habitation.  The spontaneous settlements have been evolving and expanding 
since approximately April 2010, and the locations are not defined as IDP sites by the Government of 
Haiti.  Further assessments are required in order to ascertain more details on the nature of the 
population in these locations.  The population is currently receiving minimal assistance from a few 
international NGOs, though there are considerable concerns regarding the living conditions in both 
locations particularly regarding the ongoing cholera outbreak.

METHODOLOGY 
 
The DTM v1.0 began implementation in March 2010 under the leadership of IOM with field data 
collection conducted by a sub-contracted agency.  As of October 2010, IOM began directly 
implementing the field assessments by utilizing the existing knowledge and capacity within IOM 
Haiti.  The IOM Registration Unit and the DTM team were merged together to form the Data 
Management Unit of IOM Haiti.  Experienced and well trained staffs now work under one unit to 
compile a comprehensive view of the IDP situation using the relevant data collected. 
 
The Data Management Unit is made up of approximately 230 staff, of which 150 are field staff who 
conduct daily assessments.  During a monthly DTM cycle, assessments of all identified IDP sites 
are conducted within a 3 week period, which include 2 weeks for assessments and 1 week for 
verification, followed by another week for data processing and analysis.   
 
The DTM v2.0 makes use of a more compact tool than the previous DTM v1.0, therefore narrowing 
the focus to allow all existing IDP sites to be assessed on a monthly basis and produce monthly 
reports.  The CCCM cluster aims to collect specific data concerning the IDP site identification and 
other relevant information to CCCM.

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RESULTS 
 
The results presented in this section reflect the DTM assessments conducted between November 2010 
and January 2011 in the identified IDP sites only.  The results do not include any data from the Canaan 
or Jerusalem locations discussed above. 
 
Overview  
Between November 2010 and January 2011 there was a decrease of 4% in the total number of IDP sites 
with IDPs residing on the site, from 1,199 to 1,150 IDP sites.  During the field assessments, a total of 70 
IDP sites were found to be empty, while a further 21 sites were either re-occupied or identified during the 
period.  Furthermore, the number of IDP households living in IDP sites reduced by 25%, whereas the 
number of individuals decreased by 29% between November 2010 and January 2011.

The number of IDP sites continues to either 
decrease or remain the same in all 
communes since the November 2010 
update with the exception of Cite Soleil, 
which has two additional sites.  The 
decrease in IDP sites from November 2010 
to January 2011 is much less notable than 
the last update in November 2010, with the 
majority of the IDP sites remaining but the 
population decreasing.  The most significant 
decrease can be seen in the commune of 
Delmas, which went from 255 IDP sites to 
243 IDP sites, followed by Petion-Ville that 
had 100 IDP sites in November 2010 and 
reported 94 IDP sites in January 2011.  The 
most notable decrease in IDP sites in the 
southern regions1 is once again reported in 
Leogane.

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Of the 1,150 IDP sites reported to have IDP households living in the IDP sites in January 2011, only 26 
have reported to have a population of more than 1,000 households, which is a reduction of 13 from 39 
IDP sites with a population of over 1,000 in the November 2010 DTM results.  The 13 IDP sites in 
question have simply reduced in the overall population.    Furthermore, 69% of the IDP sites host less 
than 100 households, with 555 IDP sites indicated as having between 20-99 households and a further 
238 sites with less than 20 households. 
 
In addition, the vast majority of the IDP population (84%) living in IDP sites are currently residing in only 
31% of the IDP sites.  In particular, 54% of the IDP population in IDP sites is currently living in sites that 
have more than 500 households (20% in sites of 500-999 households and 33% in sites of 1000 plus 
households), which represents only 7% of the overall percentage of IDP sites.  On the other hand, 69% 
of the IDP sites have less than 100 households; however represent only 15% of the overall IDP 
population living in IDP sites.

The communes in the southern regions reported that more than ¾ of all IDP sites have less than 100 
households.  More specifically, Gressier and Grand-Goave have the highest percentage of IDP sites 
with less than 100 households, with 97% and 90% respectively.  In the PaP area, Croix-des-Bouquets 
and Carrefour reported the highest percentage of IDP sites with less than 100 households, with 74% and 
71%.   
 
On the other hand, the commune with the highest percentage of IDP sites with more than 100 
households is Petion-Ville, with 51%.  Petion-Ville is the only commune with more than 50% of IDPs 
living in IDPs sites of more than 100 households.  The next highest percentages are noted in Ganthier 
2(40%), Delmas (39%), and Cite Soleil and Tabarre (36% each).  Jacmel has the highest percentage of 
IDPs living in IDP sites of more than 100 households in the southern regions, with 24%.

IDP Population 
The number of IDPs living in IDP sites has continued to decline between November 2010 and January 
2011.  The most significant decrease in the percentage of IDP households by commune is noted in Cite 
Soleil, with 52% of the population moving out of the IDP sites.  Other notable decreases in the PaP area 
are reported in the communes of Carrefour, with 42% decrease, Ganthier with 40%, and Petion-Ville 
with a 38% reduction.  In the southern regions, Gressier noted the highest decrease in the percentage of 
the IDP household population, with 65% leaving the IDP sites.  Petit Goave, which noted the lowest 
decrease in the November 2010 update, now indicates the second highest decrease in the southern 
regions, at 32%, followed by Grand Goave at 27%.

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At the same time, when looking at the absolute numbers, the most prominent decrease in the number of 
IDP households living in IDP sites is found in the commune of Port-au-Prince, which noted a decrease of 
13,114 IDP households from 62,994 households in November 2010 to 49,880 households in January 
2011.  The commune of Carrefour also reported a significant decrease of 12,107 IDP households from 
28,849 households to 16,742 households, whereas 8,443 IDP households left the IDP sites in Delmas 
from 66,195 households to 57,752 households.  Petion-Ville and Cite Soleil also note high numbers of 
people leaving the IDP sites, with more than 7,000 reported to have left between November 2010 and 
January 2011 in both communes.

ANALYSIS OF POPULATION MOVEMENT 
The earthquake affected IDP population in Haiti remains a very fluid population.  The DTM field 
assessments continue to facilitate the identification and regular updates of the IDP sites in the complex 
context.  In January 2011, the DTM field assessments confirmed that 1,150 IDP sites have IDP residing 
on the site - a decrease from 1,199 IDP sites noted in November 2010 and 1,500 IDP sites reported in 
July 2010.  The IDP population has also been continuously decreasing.  Explanations for such a 
decrease in the IDP population vary, though are often inter-related.  The trends identified in the previous 
DTM update of November 2010 continue to be seen as the primary reasons for the population 
movement. 
 
Of the 720 IDP sites where IDPs reported population movement out of the IDP site during the DTM field 
assessments for the period, 69% stated that the primary reason for leaving the site was that the IDPs 
“went home”.  A further 8% of IDPs noted the primary reason for movement was that IDPs went to 
another IDP site within the same commune, whereas another 3% stated that IDPs moved to another 
commune.  A further 20% did not specify a reason. 
 
The programmatic response to the displacement through return and resettlement assistance projects 
has been noted as a one of the reasons why IDPs are leaving the IDP sites.  As the DPC/IOM 
Registration data indicates, the vast majority of the IDPs are displaced within the same section 
communal as their place of origin3.  As many IDPs have reported returning “home”, it is stated that a 
number of IDPs with green houses have returned to the place of origin, whereas those with yellow or red 
houses have either returned to the place of origin or set up shelter in a nearby location.   
 
The Haiti Earthquake Response update of the 18th of December 4confirmed that 19,197 t-shelters had 
been constructed that provided housing to at least 95,985 individuals as of November 2010.  By 
January, it is expected that over 30,000 t-shelters will have been constructed.  In addition to this, the 
Shelter Cluster reported the construction of 1,119 permanent houses and 2,074 repaired permanent 
houses in December 2010.  In other cases, IDPs have been offered return/resettlement packages by 
various actors, including rubble removal projects, which have provided incentives to IDPs to return to 
their place of origin or resettle in another location.  
 
During the recent months, the anticipation and effects of the hurricane season and hurricane Thomas, 
as well as the cholera outbreak experienced in the last months, have reportedly had an impact on the 
decision of IDPs to leave the IDP sites in search of alternative solutions.  A lack of adequate shelters to

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withstand a hurricane, as well as poor sanitation facilities and fears and stigma related to cholera have 
been reported by IDPs as contributing factors.  Furthermore, there have been reports that the recent 
electoral violence has encourage IDPs in some of the larger, more volatile, IDP sites to seek alternative 
solutions outside of IDP sites. 
 
IDPs have furthermore reported a reduction of assistance in the IDP sites.  As such, IDPs have reported 
seeking alternative solutions within the community setting. 
 
Evictions have constituted one of the reasons why IDPs have left the IDP sites.  In total, evictions in 36 
IDP sites have been reported to the CCCM Cluster as of December 31st, 2010.  Moreover, another 136 
IDP sites are currently at risk of eviction.  At the same time, the number of eviction cases reported during 
the field assessment in December 2010 was much less than in previous months, which is likely due to 
the elections and the holiday season.  IDPs have nevertheless consistently reported threats and fears of 
eviction, which is deemed to have influenced their will to seek another option outside of the IDP site.  
Additionally, there are fears of increased evictions in 2011. 
 
It has also been stated by IDPs and observed by the DTM field teams that the number of household 
members per household has reduced.  In some cases, IDPs have indicated that they have sent their 
children to the regions or other locations for school, whereas others have stated that some of the 
household members have returned to the place of origin, in some cases on a temporary basis due to the 
holiday season.  As such, it is possible to deduced that IDPs have decide to keep some household 
members in the IDP sites so as to access services that may potentially come their way in the future, 
while other family members return or resettle elsewhere. 
 
The IDP population in Haiti continues to demonstrate the will to seek alternative housing options outside 
of IDP sites.
