Policy & Practice

Annual Summit
To supporting professional growth of researchers interested in disability inclusive development through promotion of relevant research seminars and conferences. In addition the Research Interest Group will aim to host a disability inclusive development summit in collaboration with existing events where possible. 

The objective of a Summit is to share knowledge by generating discussion and presenting strategies that focus on what is working, what is possible, and what important actions are needed to help address the identified research gaps in disability inclusive development.
